We are giving thanks to God for a very
positive 2019. God has provided for, and
used, the KCC ministry across the year:
conventions have impacted thousands,
people have become Christians, KYCK
has filled and grown to a fourth
weekend, our conference centre
continued to excel in every area, our
staff teams performed better than ever
and our volunteers’ and supporters’
generosity with time and funds was near
reconrd levels. It has been immensely
encouraging to see several years of hard
effort in many areas ‘behind the scenes’
come to fruition in these ways. We thank
God for it all and we hope you enjoy
reading about it in this repont!

How KCC is ‘travelling’
through the COVID-19
crisis

The COVID-19 crisis meant that KCC
needed to reschedule Easter Convention
(KEC) and our three high schoolers’
conventions (KYCK) to October. Our
other events were all put on hold while
we re-evaluated. We had to close our
conference centre to all business until
further notice.

Curnentlyswe have mone than enough
work to do. We are working hanrd to pull
together excellent Live Stream events for
other conventions: Onward, Basecamp,
Onelove and possibly KYCK. We intend
for Live Stream options to continue
beyond the COVID-19 situation and are
developing accordingly. We are also
putting the finishing touches on our new
app (‘KCC One’, launched April 12) and
fast-tracking development of new
features. At our conference centre, we
are working on upgrades, improvements
and maintenance. We are thankful to
have so much to do, and for the Federal
Government’s JobKeeper supponrt and
other concessions. This has enabled us to
keep our two small and valuable staff
teams (16.5FTE total) together.

Financially

Being unable to hold any face-to-face
events and closing our conference centre
has been a very substantial blow
financially. Funds generated from
registrations, donations, on-site
accommodation and resounrce sales have
all been affected.

Our most serious scenario is that KCC
finishes 2020 with a $1.2m operational
deficit. We are taking evenry step to avoid

this but if realised, we will navigate this by
liguidating some minor assets and/onr
borrowing. This will be difficult, but
achievable. KCC’s financial reserves,
howevenr, will be all but exhausted.

KCC needs to raise $750,000 to keep.any
loss ‘manageable’and enter 2021 on a
reasonably solid financial foeting.

The good news is'that a generous donor
has pledged to match any donations
made, dollar for dollar, up to $250,000.

This means that any funds you give, are
doubled in their value to KCC. Giving $100
means $200 for KCC; giving $1,000 means
$2,000; giving $10,000 means $20,000.

We are aware that for some people —
those who have suffered job losses and
other financial hardship — giving to KCC
financially is simply not possible.

If, however, you are in a sound financial
position, then we would like to ask you to —
please — support KCC. If you are able to
pledge a monthly gift — that kind of giving
helps us the most. But if that is not
possible, we are grateful for whatever
you are able to give in any way.

o an overhaul of the bathrooms, with a better layout and new cubicles,
toilets, plumbing, tiling and lighting

o animproved kitchen and dining area

0 new mattresses and mattress protectors

o exterior and interior painting

+ The Wollemi House bathroom was upgraded with a new shower and tiling
+ Mushroom heaters, silver bollards and a defibrillator, were purchased to
improve our service delivery to Conventions and events.

+ A significant storm in January meant that considerable energy was spent
on repairing storm damage over the following months.

+ The extreme bushfire season resulted in some disruption to
accommodation in Novembenr and December. We worked closely with the
RFS over this period and we’re very appreciative of the great work the RFS
achieved in protecting our site and the local area.

« We're very grateful for the supponrt of our many volunteers.

+ In 2019 Mobile Mission Maintenance assisted us with 18 volunteers over 10
days, focussed on the Lodge and other improvements.

+ We also had a successful Bush Regeneration Working Bee day with 9
volunteers staying over the weekend.

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Financial Report

The 2019 financial year was a welcome
one from a number of perspectives.

Firstly, KCC’s individual conventions
continued to gain strong supponrt from
Christian people and local churches all
ovenr'NSW and interstate. As you will
read from the testimonies in this
repont, the preaching ministry has
continued to be used by God to deeply
impact people’s Christian lives. All of us
— volunteenr and staff alike — who are
involved in bringing KCC’s conventions
togethen, are acutely aware of our
inability to effect spiritual
transformation in anyone’s life. This is
God'’s work by His word and Spirit, and
every year we are thankful to Him for
what He has chosen to do through this
ministry.

Of particular encouragement is the
strong, ongoing engagement of high
schoolers with KYCK. For well over a
decade now, the Saturday evening
evangelistic talk at KYCK has seen
around 500 high schoolers make either
finst time or renewed commitments to
Jesus Christ. This gives KCC a great
opportunity to see these youth
followed up by their local church and
discipled. It is also a powenrful
encouragement to all who witness it.

Secondly, God has blessed us with a
financial outcome that reflects His
Spirit, your generosity and a
wondenrful team effort from
evenryone involved. Across the last
sevenral years with volunteers,
conference centre staff and event
staff, KCC has invested significant
effort into generating a surplus in
2019. This is the first surplus
achieved since 2014. The previous
yeanrs’ efforts have laid a solid
foundation for this 2019 result.
These foundations will continue to be
built upon in 2020 and beyond,
despite the immediate challenges
presented by COVID-19.

Highlights of the 2019 results include:

Increasing conference and
donation revenue despite
manrginally lower delegate numbenrs
than 2018. In panrticular,
conference expenses have been
materially reduced due to a range
of initiatives.

+ Growth in accommodation revenue
to provide an accommodation
openrating surplus, despite
challenging conditions and
conference centre closure due to
bushfires late in the year.

+ An overall operating surplus of
$167K that will contribute towards
both future ministry and financial
investments that further the
advancement of KCC’s mission.

We would ask you to please
remembenr the KCC ministry and all its
needs in prayenr. Our financial results
are not a sign of ministry ‘success’,
but positive results are necessary in
order for the ministry to continue. In
particular, please pray fonr:

- God to lead and guide the planning
of every convention, and that His
preached word would not return
to Him void (Isaiah 55:10-11) but
accomplish His purposes for it in
His world.

+ God to provide the KCC Board with
wisdom and discernment in
considering KCC’s investments in
our conventions and their
development, and the best use of
our property resources.

A Special Opportunity

Presently, KCC ministers to over
15,000 people, including more than
6,000 high schoolers. Dozens of
sermons are preached every year at
conventions and all recorded in
video and audio. We also possess a
huge catalogue of sermons that
have been preached, and made
fruitful, over decades of
conventions. We realise that all this
present us with an enormous
opponrtunity in a digital world.

+ We now have the opportunity of
making all of KCC’s sermon
‘library’ available to everyone and
anyone, at anytime, anywhere in
the world. Our hope is that God wiill
use it for His glory in the lives of
thousands of people.

- We have the opponrtunity to track
with over 6,000 high schoolers
across the course of their
Christian lives — from school into
adulthood and well beyond —
helping to feed them spiritually,
support and encourage them, and
see them persevere.

- We have the opponrtunity to reach
out across language barriers:
subtitled videos of KCC sermons
plus transcripts translated into
languages such as Cantonese,
Mandarin, Farsi, Arabic and more.
This is a way to help individuals and
communities of people for whom
English is not their first language,
benefit from KCC sermons.

+ We have the opponrtunity to help
Christians in remote and regional
areas and ovenrseas gather
together: with Live Stream we can
make the KCC convention
ministry available to those who
have never been able to get to
Katoomba or Sydney.

Over the next several years, KCC will
be investing in improving its
conventions on every front to see
them continue to gather Christians
together. In addition to this, we will be
investing in digital platforms
dedicated to KCC’s content — its Bible
talks — such as our new mobile app,
Live Stream and more. We see these
as key ways to extend the reach of
the existing ministry, and make it
more useful, fruitful and effective for
the church of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Most especially, we see this as a key
investment in 6,000+ high schoolers,
and in the future of the KCC ministry
as a whole.
